	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	This proposal was originally submitted as a planning application but it was clear that the works did not require planning permission.  As such the applicant was advised and has decided to alter the proposal to submit the application as a Certificate of Lawfulness for a proposed development rather than a planning application.
The works involved include alterations to an outbuilding located within the garden area of 27 Kirklands, Chipping.  The building itself is within the Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty and normally there are restrictions that they use similar materials to that on the main unit or dwellinghouse.  In this instance the only alterations involve reducing the size of an outbuildings window and subsequently blocking up the full length of the original window with a brick material.  I consider that the work does not require planning permission and as such a Certificate of Lawfulness for a proposed works should be issued.
