	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	This application seeks planning permission for a single flat roof rear extension, removal of chimney stack and soil stack at a former barn that has been converted to two residential dwelllings. The building is located within the settlement of Rimington. The original submission was for a lean to roof but it was considered inappropriate on visual impact and loss of character to the original building. The revised extension is of a contemporary style and is less prominent than the original scheme. I am satisfied that given the modest size of the extension  which is 6 m by 1.9 with a height of 2.9 m it does not detract  from the character of the building or its setting. There is no residential amenity impact  as a result of this proposal. The removal of the chimney and soil stack is a visual improvement and therefore although there is some visual impact aa s result of the extension I consider the scheme acceptable. 

	RECOMMENDATION: That conditional planning permission be granted.
