	The proposed development would be harmful to the special architectural and historic interest, setting and significance of the listed building and the cultural heritage and character of the Forest of Bowland Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty because: the  extension is prominent, visually conspicuous and unsympathetic in design, materials and siting to the vernacular and agricultural character of the listed building and the walling is prominent and encloses an important and historically open area of the farmstead. This is contrary to Policies DME4, DMG1, DMG2 and DMH5 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy (adopted version) and the National Planning Policy Framework Paragraph 17 (conserve heritage assets in a manner appropriate to their significance), Paragraph 115 (important consideration to the conservation of cultural heritage in Areas of Outstanding Natural Beauty), Paragraph 131 (development sustaining and enhancing the significance of heritage assets and positively contributing to local character and distinctiveness) and Paragraph 132 (great weight to conservation).
