	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	This application seeks approval of details reserved by conditions no.3 (hedgerow screening) and no.4 (arena surface material)) from planning permission 3/2015/0244 at Buckstalls, Slaidburn Road, Waddington for the construction of an all-weather ménage.
Condition no.3 - No development shall take place until a scheme to screen the site from neighbouring fields in order to lessen the impact on the designated landscape has been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. Development shall be carried out in accordance with the approved details.
Condition no.4 - The development hereby permitted shall not commence until full details of the colour and texture of all surfacing materials for the proposed arena (notwithstanding any details shown in the submitted application) have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The development shall only be carried out using the approved materials.

With regards to condition no.3, the applicant has provided a sample of the surface material which will be black shredded rubber. The dark colouration will reduce the arena’s visual prominence and is considered acceptable.

Concerning condition no.4, the applicant has provided details of proposed hedgerow planting to the north and west boundaries of the ménage. The hedges would consist of hawthorn and blackthorn plants and would be planted and maintained in accordance with the planting scheme submitted. The scheme includes a management statement which states dead plants will be replaced and the hedge would be retained in a good condition.

The above conditions are partially discharged insofar that the submitted details are agreed by the Local Planning Authority. The conditions cannot be fully discharged as it requires that the development be carried out in strict accordance with the approved details prior to first occupation. Full discharge of this conditions would be premature given the development is not complete.

	RECOMMENDATION: Conditions 3 and 4 can be partially discharged.
