	1. 
	The development must be begun not later than the expiration of three years beginning with the date of this permission.

Reason: Required to be imposed pursuant to Section 91 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990



	2. 
	The permission shall relate to the development as shown on drawing no.JP/TT/3504 received 2nd October 2015.

Reason: For the avoidance of doubt and to ensure that the development is carried out in accordance with the submitted plans.



	3. 
	The external facing materials, detailed on the approved plans, shall be used and no others substituted.

Reason: To ensure that the materials to be used are appropriate to the locality in accordance with Policies DMG1 and DMH5 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy.



	4. 
	The premises shall be used only for the storage of historic military vehicles and for no other purpose whatsoever. It shall be removed and the site reinstated to its original condition by a scheme to be agreed with the Local Planning Authority if at any time it ceases to be used for this purpose.

Reason: A change of use of the premises may have an unacceptable impact on neighbour amenity and/or the character and appearance of the area and in accordance with Policies DMG1 and EN2 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy.

	5. 
	Before any works commence on site details of planting to screen the site from neighbouring fields in order to lessen the impact on the designated landscape shall be submitted to and be approved by the Local Planning Authority. Implementation shall be carried out in accordance with the approved details prior to the first occupation of the development.

This planting shall be maintained to encourage its establishment for a minimum of five years following completion of the development. Any trees or significant areas of planting which are removed, die or become, in the opinion of the Local Planning Authority, seriously damaged or defective within this period shall be replaced as soon as is reasonably practicable.

Reason: In order to protect the landscape and scenic beauty of the Forest of Bowland Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty and to comply with Key Statement EN2 and Policies DMG1 and DME2 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy.



	6. 
	Before any works commence on site, details of earthworks shall be submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority. These details shall include the proposed grading and mounding of land areas including the levels and contours to be formed, showing the relationship of proposed mounding to existing vegetation and surrounding landform.

Reason: In the interest of maintaining the amenity value of the area.
