	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	This application relates to 4 Hammond Drive. Permission was granted for a roof lift to create first floor accommodation, construction of two storey extensions to front and rear and the erection of a new detached garage. A non-material amendment has now been sought to amend the scheme to include alterations to the front and rear window arrangement and external facing materials.
The proposals generally accord with criteria contained within the report that went to Planning and Development Committee on the 14 January 2011, which explains in detail what criteria the Local Planning Authority considers, must be met for an amendment to be considered non-material. 
As well as changes to the fenestration there are also minor amendments to the roof shape. 

It is considered that the design of the proposed amendments would be minor in nature. They would not fundamentally alter the design of the approved building and would not have any greater effect on neighbouring occupiers. The applicant will still be required to comply with the conditions attached to the original consent including the submission of facing materials.

 As such, I consider the non-material amendment to be acceptable and thus recommend the application accordingly.
