	1. 
	The development must be begun not later than the expiration of three years beginning with the date of this permission.

Reason: Required to be imposed pursuant to Section 91 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990



	2. 
	The permission shall relate to the development as shown on drawing no. Ain/431/1920/03 (Location Plan) and Ain/431/1920/02 (Proposed Site Plan) received 23rd December 2015.

Reason: For the avoidance of doubt and to ensure that the development is carried out in accordance with the submitted plans.



	3. 
	For the full period of construction, facilities shall be available on site for the cleaning of the wheels of vehicles leaving the site and such equipment shall be used as necessary to prevent mud and stones being carried onto the highway. The roads adjacent to the site shall be mechanically swept as required during the full construction period. 

Reason; To prevent stones and mud being carried onto the public highway to the detriment of road safety.

	The level of the new driveway shall be constructed 0.150m above the carriageway channel line of Chipping Road. 

Reason: To safeguard the future reconstruction of the highway. 



	5. 
	Before the access is used for vehicular purposes, that part of the access extending from the highway boundary for a minimum distance of 5m into the site shall be appropriately paved in tarmacadam, concrete, block paviours, or other approved materials. 

Reason: To prevent loose surface material from being carried on to the public highway thus causing a potential source of danger to other road users.

 

	6. 
	No part of the construction shall begin until the visibility splays measuring 2.4 metres by 83 metres in a westerly direction to be provided, measured along the centre line of the proposed new road from the continuation of the nearer edge of the existing carriageway of Chipping Road, to the satisfaction of the Local Planning Authority. The land within these splays shall be maintained thereafter, free from obstructions such as walls, fences, trees, hedges, shrubs, ground growth or other structures within the splays in excess of 1.0 metre in height above the height at the centre line of the adjacent carriageway.

Reason: To ensure adequate visibility at the street junction or site access in the interest of highway safety.



	7. 
	No part of the construction shall begin until the visibility splays measuring 2.4 metres by 89 metres in an easterly direction to be provided, measured along the centre line of the proposed new road from the continuation of the nearer edge of the existing carriageway of Chipping Road, to the satisfaction of the Local Planning Authority. The land within these splays shall be maintained thereafter, free from obstructions such as walls, fences, trees, hedges, shrubs, ground growth or other structures within the splays in excess of 1.0 metre in height above the height at the centre line of the adjacent carriageway.

Reason: To ensure adequate visibility at the street junction or site access in the interest of highway safety.



	8. 
	No part of the development shall be commenced until all the highway works within the adopted highway have been constructed in accordance with a scheme that shall be submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority in consultation with the Highway Authority as part of a section 184 agreement, under the Highways Act 1980. 

Reasons: In order to satisfy the Local Planning Authority and Highway Authority that the final details of the highway works are acceptable before work commences on site and to enable all construction traffic to enter and leave the premises in a safe manner without causing a hazard to other road users.

	The tree works for which consent is hereby granted are only as specified in the Arboricultural Impact Assessment dated December 2015 that was submitted with the application. Prior to commencement of any site works including delivery of building materials and excavations for foundations or services all trees to be retained shall be protected in accordance with the BS5837:2012 [Trees in Relation to Demolition, Design & Construction]. All tree work shall be carried out by an approved arboricultural contractor in accordance with BS3998 for tree work 

Reason: In order to ensure that any trees affected by development and considered to be of visual, historic or botanical value are afforded maximum physical protection from the potential adverse effects of development.



	10. 
	The roadside hedge shown on the approved plans shall be relocated in accordance with the Method Statement provided with the application prior to the access being used for vehicular purposes and shall be reinforced and maintained for a period of five years during which time any plants that are found to be dead or dying shall be replaced. 

Reason: To maintain and enhance the appearance of the locality.



	11. 
	The new hedgerow planting as shown on the approved plans shall comprise a Lancashire hedgerow mix and shall be carried out within the first planting season prior to use of the access or such other period as shall be agreed in writing by the Local Planning Authority. Any plants which are found to be dead, damaged or dying during the first five years shall be duly replaced and the hedge thereafter retained.

Reason:  In the interests of the amenity and the appearance of the locality.
