Description of the proposed development

Prior approval sought for the demolition of existing conservatory and replace with single storey garden room to rear 4m long, 3.6m high, 2.4m height to eaves.
Reasons for refusal:

The proposed development cannot be determined by the proposed larger home extension prior approval procedure. It fails to meet the requirements of condition A.4(1) of Schedule 2 Part 1 Class A as it would not exceed the limits in paragraph A.1(f).
The proposed development does not accord with paragraphs A.1(e) of Schedule 2 Part 1 Class A as it would front the highway and would form the side elevation of the original dwelling house.
