	RELEVANT POLICIES AND SITE PLANNING HISTORY:

	The Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) (England) Order 2015 to consider is Schedule 2 Part 6 Agricultural Buildings and Operations Class A.


	Relevant Planning History:

3/2013/0144: Addition of 45m long x 9m wide lean-to extension to existing 60m long x 22m wide free standing agricultural building used for housing cattle. The building is required for use as an Animal Welfare Shelter for sheep during the forthcoming lambing season. (Approved with Conditions)
3/2010/0303: Proposed erection of replacement portal frame building, covered midden slurry pit and 6 ton feed hopper, and laying out of access track and associated landscaping (re-submission). (Approved with Conditions)
3/2009/0546: Erection of replacement portal frame building, covered midden, slurry pit and 6 ton feed hopper and laying out access track. (Withdrawn)



	

	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Site Description and Surrounding Area:

Higher Lickhurst Farm is located on land designated as open countryside within the Forest of Bowland Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty (AONB) between Chipping and Whitewell. The site is approached from the road to the east via a lane, which is a no through road. The farm itself is located in the valley of a tributary of the Rive Hodder, which flows, to the east, but elevated above the valley bottom on a north-facing slope. Land in the vicinity is rolling in character and predominantly in agricultural use, although interspersed with areas of woodland.

The farm is a livestock and dairy farm comprising around 140 hectares or land, with livestock comprising 80 suckler cows, 80 calves, 600 breeding ewes and 900 lambs. The farmstead comprises of the main farm house, a number of modern agricultural buildings, large cattle and sheep shed three old farm buildings and an abandoned farm house. 



	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:

This application seeks a determination as to whether the Council’s prior approval of details will be required for the erection of a new covered midden agricultural building to prevent seepage of sewage slurry onto adjoining land and stream at Higher Lickhurst Farm, Leagram, Chipping.

The building would have a length of 35.05m and a width of 9.144m. It will have an eaves height of 3.66m and a ridge height of 4.42m and the walls would be clad with concrete panels and Yorkshire boards. The building would be constructed of grey fibre cement roof sheets.



	Impact Upon Residential Amenity:

There are no residential properties in close proximity other than the farmhouse associated with this development; as such there will be no residential amenity impact. 

There are no residential properties in close proximity other than the farmhouse associated with this development. The nearest residential property is Ling Hill wish is located 426m away from the proposed agricultural building and such there will be no residential amenity impact. 



	Visual Amenity/External Appearance:

In order to be permitted development, the agricultural building needs to satisfy a number of criteria as comprised in Part 6, Class A of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 2015. The first of those requirements is that the development must be ‘reasonably necessary for the purposes of agriculture within that unit’. The proposed building would be used to store agricultural machinery which is currently kept outside or within livestock buildings. Some existing buildings can no longer accommodation modern machinery due to the increase in size.
Development is not permitted by Class A if –

(a) the development would be carried out on a separate parcel of land forming part of the unit which is less than 1 hectare in area;

The parcel of land is not less than 1 hectare in area.

(b) it would consist of the erection or extension of any agricultural building on an established agricultural unit (as defined in paragraph X of Part 3 of this Schedule) where development under Class Q or S of Part 3 (changes of use) of this Schedule has been carried out within a period of 10 years ending with the date on which development under

Class A(a) begins;

Development under Class Q or S of Part 3 (changes of use) has not been carried out.

(c) it would consist of, or include, the erection, extension or alteration of a dwelling;

(d) it would involve the provision of a building, structure or works not designed for agricultural purposes;

It would not include any of the above.

(e) the ground area which would be covered by—

(i) any works or structure (other than a fence) for accommodating livestock or any plant or machinery arising from engineering operations; or

(ii) any building erected or extended or altered by virtue of Class A, would exceed 465 square metres, calculated as described in paragraph D.1(2)(a) of this Part;

The structure would not exceed 465 square metres.

(f) the height of any part of any building, structure or works within 3 kilometres of the perimeter of an aerodrome would exceed 3 metres;

(g) the height of any part of any building, structure or works not within 3 kilometres of the perimeter of an aerodrome would exceed 12 metres;

The building would not be within 3 kilometres of the perimeter of an aerodrome and would be 4.42m in height.

(h) any part of the development would be within 25 metres of a metalled part of a trunk road or classified road;

The structure would not be within 25 metres of a metalled part of a trunk road or classified road

(i) it would consist of, or include, the erection or construction of, or the carrying out of any works to, a building, structure or an excavation used or to be used for the accommodation of livestock or for the storage of slurry or sewage sludge where the building, structure or excavation is, or would be, within 400 metres of the curtilage of a protected building;

The structure would be used for the accommodation of livestock and would not be within 400 metres of the curtilage of a protected building

(j) it would involve excavations or engineering operations on or over article 2(4) land which are connected with fish farming; or

(k) any building for storing fuel for or waste from a biomass boiler or an anaerobic digestion system—

(i) would be used for storing waste not produced by that boiler or system or for storing fuel not produced on land within the unit; or

(ii) is or would be within 400 metres of the curtilage of a protected building.

The proposed development would not include any of the above.



	Observations/Consideration of Matters Raised/Conclusion:

The building in terms of design, scale and materials is sympathetic to its surrounding and would not have any undue adverse impact on the surrounding landscape. As such, the proposal meets the above criteria to be permitted development and planning permission is not required
