	Precise specifications of any pond draining works which affects historic fabric shall have been submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority before the implementation of this element of the works.

Reason:  The BSCP 'Inspection and Report Kirk Mill Pond and Water Wheel' (12 June 2012) identifies "draining of the pond which in itself is an issue as, without forming an alternative overflow as discussed above, the only route would be through the wheel pit and via the tail race, none of which are in a condition to accept this flow" and in order to safeguard the special architectural and historic interest and setting of listed buildings and the character and appearance of Kirk Mill Conservation Area.


	5
	Precise specifications of wall reconstruction (including samples of any new stone) shall have been submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority before the implementation of this element of the works.

Reason : The SPAB Mills Section advices that repairs are undertaken with care to ensure that the appropriate materials are chosen and in order to safeguard the special architectural and historic interest and setting of listed buildings and the character and appearance of Kirk Mill Conservation Area.

	It is recommended that the advice of the Lead Local Flood Authority be sought which identified on 7 January 2016 that Land Drainage Consent may be required if works are to be undertaken and it is identified as an ordinary watercourse.


	8
	It is recommended that the advice of the Environment Agency be sought which recommends (see application file for full comments) that the applicant employs a fish removal contractor before draining the mill pond.  A permit will be required to remove any fish.

It is recommended that the advice of the Ribble Rivers Trust be sought which recommended on the 8 January 2016 that need a fish rescue if the pond is to be drained to the point of being dry and to avoid fish being left.  For such a pond this is not the easiest thing to do.  If not drained to the point of being dry, then probably avoid the need for a fish rescue - if drained slowly the fish will move with the water to stay in the remaining watered area.  Sensible to have someone on hand looking out for trapped fish and a net to move them.  Most likely fish is Eels.

Avoiding silt being released is also a challenge, there will almost certainly be water next to where the outfall is, and so by increase rate of outflow it will probably increase the mobilisation of silt.  The Environment Agency would normally advise on how best to do this.  

The situation would be aided by incoming water being diverted away from the pond.

If the plan is to pump the water out of the pond rather than use an outfall, then the advice is normally to run the exit pipe through some form of filtration, which there is much of, from special "socks" to bails of straw, but also to allow the water coming out of filter to drain over land (preferably flat) into the water course.

Pumping and diverting flow is suspected to be the best option here.

Without knowing the topography of the pond bed, or the workings of inflows and outflows in detail, the best option would be to:

·        Divert in the input of water such that no more water enters the pond

·        Draw down the pond with a pump, at a rate that fish can move with the receding waters, but not to the point of bone dry

·        Filter the pump outfall and then let it discharge over flat land before entering a water course.

As the site is drained, it will mobilise sediment - put something in place around the drain (see photo) to trap/contain/filter the sediment.

If the applicant intends to restock the pond after repairs they will require a permit from the Environment Agency, if they do not have one already.

If the intention is to restock the pond for angling then the Environment Agency may be able to provide further advice on creating a fishery.
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
