	This permission shall be implemented in accordance with the proposal as amended by plan received on the 15 June 2016 reference 15.117 01 E.

Reason:  For the avoidance of doubt since the proposal was the subject of agreed amendments.

	4. 
	This permission shall be implemented in accordance with the proposal as amended by the landscaping plan received on the 22 June 2016 reference 15.117 22 L and with the confirmation that the car park footprint is to stay the same and no works are to be carried out on the boundary wall or to the existing car park surface within T2 and W1 Root Protection Areas.

Reason:  For the avoidance of doubt since the proposal was the subject of agreed amendments.

	5. 
	The approved landscaping scheme shown on plan 15.117 22 L shall be implemented in the first planting season following occupation or use of the development, whether in whole or part and shall be maintained thereafter for a period of not less than 5 years to the satisfaction of the Local Planning Authority.  This maintenance shall include the replacement of any tree or shrub which is removed, or dies, or is seriously damaged, or becomes seriously diseased, by a species of similar size to those originally planted.

Reason:  To comply with Policy DMG1 and DME4 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy Adopted Version.

	Notwithstanding the submitted details, no development, including any site preparation, demolition, scrub/hedgerow clearance, tree works/removal, delivery of building materials and excavations for foundations or services shall commence or be undertaken on site until  all trees identified in the arboricultural/tree survey dated January 2016 shall be protected in accordance with the BS5837 2012 [Trees in Relation to Demolition, Design & Construction]

The details of which shall be implemented in full under the supervision of a qualified arboriculturalist and in liaison with the Countryside/Tree Officer. A tree protection monitoring schedule shall be agreed and tree protection measures inspected by the local planning authority before any site works are begun. 

The root protection/exclusion zone shall remain in place until all building work has been completed and all excess materials have been removed from site including soil/spoil and rubble. During the building works no excavations or changes in ground levels shall take place and no building materials/spoil/soil/rubble shall be stored or redistributed within the protection/exclusion zone, in addition no impermeable surfacing shall be constructed within the protection zone.
