	The application seeks to discharge condition 3 (materials), condition 4 (landscaping scheme) and condition 5 (contamination) of planning application 3/2014/0536 as follows:

	Condition 02:

Notwithstanding the submitted elevation and floor plans further details of the fenestration and doorways which shall reduce the number of openings shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the LPA before development commences. The development hereby permitted shall be carried out in accordance with the details shown on drawing nos:

PHD/HG/500 Site plan

PHD/HG/300A Floor Plan received on 30/12/15

PHD/HG/400A Elevation Plan received on 30/12/15

Condition 02 is discharged insofar that the submitted details are agreed by the Local Planning Authority. There remains the need however to ensure the works are completed as detailed.

	Condition 03:

No works shall take place on the site until the applicant, or their agent or successors in title, has secured the implementation of a programme of building recording and analysis. This must be carried out in accordance with a written scheme of investigation, which shall first have been submitted to and agreed in writing by the Local Planning Authority.

Condition 03 is fully discharged insofar that the submitted details are deemed acceptable.

	Condition 07:

Prior to commencement of development, details of bat roosting  features that shall be incorporated into the building shall be submitted to and approved in writing  by the LPA and implemented prior to occupation.
The submitted plan (PHD/HG/400B) shows the provision of 3 bat roosting features incorporated into the north and south facing gables on the building. Whilst the bat survey submitted with the full application 3/2014/0536 recommended the use of bat slates and gaps to be left at eaves level it is considered that the provision of 3 Schwegler Type 1 PR bat tubes would be a suitable compensatory measure. There remains the need however to ensure the works are completed as detailed.

	RECOMMENDATION:
	That condition 3 is fully discharged and conditions 2 and 7 be partially discharged.
