Reason:  To ensure and safeguard the recording and inspection of matters of archaeological/historical importance associated with the building in accordance with Policies DMG1 and DME4 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy Adopted Version.

	No development shall take place in relation to the under floor heating element of the proposal  until the applicant, or their agent or successors in title, has secured an appropriate  specialist  to undertake the work in  accordance with a written scheme which has been submitted by the applicant and approved by the Planning Authority.

Reason:  The site is of archaeological importance and archaeological recording will be necessary during any ground disturbance associated with the development to ensure that anything of archaeological importance may be adequately recorded as required by Policies DMG1 and DME4 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy Adopted Version.
