	Ribble Valley Borough Council hereby give notice in pursuance of the provisions of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 that permission has been refused for the carrying out of the above development for the following reason(s):


	1
	The proposal has a harmful impact upon the character and appearance of Ribchester Conservation Area. This is because: (i) window framing and the high reflectivity and double-glass register of proposed double-glazing will be visually conspicuous and result in a discordant and incongruous treatment to the Building of Townscape Merit's important stone tracery windows and (ii) the proposed use of modern smooth, shiny and uniform non-traditional materials alongside inauthentic historic details (designed wrought iron work) will compound the discordance and incongruity of the existing extension with the historic build.This is contrary to Core Strategy Key Statement EN5 and Policies DMG1 and DME4 and the National Planning Policy Framework Paragraph 17 (conserve heritage assets in a manner appropriate to their significance), Paragraph 60 (reinforce local distinctiveness), Paragraph 131 (development sustaining and enhancing the significance of heritage assets and positively contributing to local character and distinctiveness) and Paragraph 132 (great weight to conservation).
