	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Nature of Non Material Amendment:

Consent is sought for a non-material amendment to planning permission 3/2016/0412 to increase the ground floor footprint to the west to allow a utility area at Austin House, Malt Kiln Lane, Chipping.

	Observations/Assessment/Conclusion:

The proposal seeks consent for a non-material amendment to planning permission 3/2016/0412 to increase the ground floor footprint to the west to allow a utility area. It is proposed to extend the footprint of the extension by 0.8m to the west; this will alter the width of the proposed extension from 7.5m to 8.3m. Given the proposed extension will be located to the rear of the dwelling I do not consider that it would result in any additional material impact upon neighbouring residential amenities and the character and appearance of the existing dwelling to that of the approved proposal. 

It is considered that the proposed amendment would be minor in nature and would not have any effect on the appearance the dwelling or the amenities of neighbouring occupiers. As such, I consider the non-material amendment to be acceptable and thus recommend the application accordingly.
