	Notwithstanding the submitted details, the proposed installation of insulation measures to the bathroom and 'barn' shall only be undertaken following the submission of clear and convincing justification for works (including potential impact upon the 'breathability' of the historic building) and approval in writing by the Local Planning Authority. Precise specifications of any insulation shall have been submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority before their use in the proposed works.

Reason:  In order to safeguard the special architectural and historic interest of the listed building.

	This permission shall be implemented in accordance with the proposal as amended by the site meeting discussion of 19 October 2016 whereby repair rather than replacement of the door was to be considered.

Precise specifications of door repair shall have been submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority before their use in the proposed works.
