	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Site Description and Surrounding Area:

The site is located within the main BAE complex and forms part of the Enterprise Zone and LDO. The proposal would be located on the main gate security, on the western side of the total site area. 

	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:

The application seeks consent for the erection of a security fence that would comprise a 2.7m mesh fence with 0.6 m razor wire on top which would measure some 33m in length. The fence is located around the main gate of the entrance to the site, to the east of the ‘plane landmark’. 

	Impact Upon Residential Amenity:

The works are located around the site, and would not consider there to be any impact on residential amenity as it is a significant distance from any residential properties.
