	Condition 12 is partially discharged insofar that the submitted details relating solely to the cladding of the Cricket Pavilion are agreed by the Local planning Authority.  

The condition cannot be fully discharged as no details of the proposed roofing or window framing materials have been submitted and the condition requires the submission of further information relating to further phases of the approved development.



	2
	Condition 30 (iii) CANNOT be partially or fully discharged as no details have been submitted in respect of the colour, form and texture of all hard landscaping (ground surfacing materials).  It is further noted that the submitted drawing(s) (12-155 Revision B) fails to correspond with the originally approved drawings and therefore cannot be considered as part of the current application.

	Condition 41 is partially discharged insofar that the submitted details relating solely to the Cricket Pavilion/Surface Drainage (Drawing 12-155 Rev:B) agreed by the Local Planning Authority.  The condition requires that surface water must drain separate from the foul and no surface water will be permitted to discharge directly or indirectly into existing sewerage systems. The development shall be completed, maintained and managed in accordance with the approved details.

Full discharge of this condition at this time would be premature given the development is not complete and that the condition requires the submission of further information relating to further phases of the approved development.



	4
	Condition 50 is partially discharged insofar that the submitted information is agreed by the Local Planning Authority.  The submitted information concludes that two sections of the Chipping Brook was identified during the previous survey as providing potential habitat for holts and couch sites.  Evidence for otter presence was identified during the pre-commencement of works survey in the form of two spraints, however no holts or couch sites were recorded.  

The condition cannot be fully discharged as the Evaluation and Recommendations contained within the submitted information (BOW0017/616 Water Vole and Advice Note) recommends further precautionary measures during the construction phase of the development.

Upon the development having been completed in strict accordance with the approved mitigation/recommendations this condition shall be considered fully discharged.

	Condition 54 is discharged insofar that the submitted information is agreed by the Local Planning and that no evidence of water vole was recorded during surveys undertaken on site.
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
