	No development shall take place until the applicant, or their agent or successors in title, has secured the implementation of a programme of archaeological building recording. This must be carried out in accordance with a written scheme of investigation, which shall first have been submitted to and agreed in writing by the Local Planning Authority.

The details shall also identify the actual wall and roof elevations into which the above provisions shall be incorporated.  The artificial bird/bat boxes shall be incorporated into the dwellings during the conversion works before the dwelling is first brought into use, unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Local Planning Authority.
