	The proposal is considered contrary to Key Statement  EN2 and Policies DMG1, DME2 and DMH5 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy by virtue of its design, which would result in the introduction of incongruous features that would have a suburbanising effect on the character of the area and dominate and undermine the character of the host property. It is further  considered that the proposals do not reflect the original building, resulting in harm to the visual appearance, character and setting of this traditional rural building and be to the detriment of the visual amenity of the Forest of Bowland Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty.
