	Site Description and Surrounding Area:

The site is within the Clitheroe Conservation area and in close proximity to Listed Buildings and the Historic Park and Garden of the Castle grounds. A mixture of commercial and residential properties occupy Woone Lane.

	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:

The application has been amended  and now  seeks consent for the erection of 2 non illuminated sign with individual letters located near the roof ridge on the gable end of the property fronting towards Woone lane and one within the site which would be visible from Moor Lane.The metal lettering is approximatelty 6.5m above the ground level and the individual letters are 300mm. 

	Impact Upon Residential Amenity:
