	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:
Retrospective permission is sought for the formation of a mound to the field boundary to the west of Wiswell Manor (Formerly The Eaves), Pendleton Road, Wiswell. The site lies to the west of Pendleton Road outside the defined settlement limit of Wiswell. The site is set within land designated open countryside with the boundary to the AONB aligning the eastern side of Pendleton Road. The erection of a new country house, now known as Wiswell Manor, was approved by application 3/2014/0053. Thereafter, planning consent was granted under application 3/2015/0819 for the creation of a ha-ha across paddock land to the rear of the approved dwellinghouse to allow the lower section of grassland to be maintained by grazing livestock. The higher section of land nearest the dwelling was to be retained as a wildflower meadow.
This current application seeks to regularise a tree-lined earth mound on the western boundary of paddock land and would be approximately 140m from Wiswell Manor. The mound itself would rise around 3m above existing land levels and would be approximately 20m in width. The application states that the bund would provide a physical barrier for grazing animals to the edge of the site boundary and would reduce the need to dispose of earth from site following construction of the house and driveways.

	Observations/Consideration of Matters Raised/Conclusion:

The main consideration in the determination of this application is its impact upon the character and visual amenities of the surrounding area.
The landscape area is characterised in the Landscape Character Assessment as Undulating

Lowland Farmland which lies between the major valleys and the moorland fringes and is also included in the AONB Landscape Character Classification. In these areas there are mixed farm woodlands, copses and hedgerow trees, creating an impression of a well wooded landscape from ground level and a patchwork of wood and pasture from raised viewpoints on the fells. 

It is considered that the proposal would provide a visually acceptable green barrier and would generally be in-keeping with the character of the surrounding landscape subject to the use of native tree species. The contribution that trees and woodlands make to the character of the landscape is significance and the proposals accord with Key Statement EN2 and Policy DME2 of the Core Strategy. Additionally, the creation of the tree line would result in the enhancement of biodiversity through habitat creation for a range of animal species in accordance with the biodiversity policies contained the Core Strategy, specifically Key Statement EN4 and Policy DME3.
It is noted that the submitted plans denoted perimeter fencing up to a height of 1.8m. The planning consent granted for the creation of the ha-ha prohibited the erection of fence, walls and other means of enclosure on this land. It is considered that the erection of deer fencing to a height on 1.8m would not result in any significant adverse visual impact. 
Taking into account the above it is recommended that the application be approved subject to conditions.
