	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DISCHARGE OF CONDITION:

	The application seeks to discharge condition 5 (construction method) from planning permission 3/2015/0809 as follows;

	Condition 05  (Construction Method Statement and Traffic Management Plan): 
‘No development shall take place, including any demolition or site preparation, until a Construction Method Statement and Traffic Management Plan has been submitted to and approved in writing by the local planning authority. The approved statement shall be adhered to throughout the construction period, it shall provide details of:

-The location and provision for the parking of vehicles of site operatives and visitors

-The location and timings of loading and unloading of plant and materials used in the construction of the development

-The location(s) for the storage of plant and materials used in constructing the development

-The location for the erection pf security hoardings and its maintenance

-The location of Wheel washing facilities which shall be made available for use on site for the duration of the construction/demolition phase.

-Measures to control the emission of dust and dirt during construction

-Routes to be used by vehicles carrying plant and materials to and from the site

-Periods when plant and materials trips should not be made to and from the site (mainly peak hours but the developer to identify times when trips of this nature should not be made)

-Measures to ensure that construction and delivery vehicles do not impede access to adjoining properties.’

Lancashire County Highways asked for amendments to some of the comments within the construction management plan including:

1. A road sweeper to be used where spillage on the adjacent highway occurs

and/or reported.

2. The use of public car parking is unrealistic due to distances to walk

3. The use of public transport is unrealistic due to tools and possible cleanliness

of operatives due to dust and mud etc.

4. Car parking to be controlled by ensuring only essential staff are on site.

5. The highway must not be used to store materials.

The construction method statement was submitted on the 21st March 2017 and has ensured that the majority of the comments have been adhered to. There were some concerns regarding the effective use of parking within the area, however there is no on-site parking at present and the local highway would need to be used for location and provision of the parking of vehicles of site operatives and visitors. The method statement confirms that only essential trades would be on-site at any one point in time and due to the constrained nature of the site, I do not considered there to be any other option for the parking of vehicles other than on the highway. 
Condition 5 is partially discharged insofar that the submitted details are agreed by the Local Planning Authority. The condition cannot be fully discharged as it requires that the approved details to be implemented and adhered to within the development.  

Full discharge of this condition would be premature given the development is not complete.

	RECOMMENDATION:
	That condition 5 be partially discharged as detailed above.
