	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DISCHARGE OF CONDITION:

	The application seeks to discharge conditions 4 (materials), 6 (boundary treatment and walls), 7 (Construction method statement), 9 (car park markings) and 10 (landscaping) from planning permission 3/2015/0507 as follows:


	Condition 04: (Materials)
Precise specifications or samples of all external surfaces, including all external surfacing materials of the development hereby approved shall have been submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority before their use in the proposed development.
The applicant has submitted details of the following materials which are considered acceptable:

· Granite chippings to match existing (car-park surfacing)

· Dry Stone walling (Locally sourced stone to match existing)

Condition 04 is partially discharged insofar that the submitted materials relating to surfacing and dry-stone walling are agreed by the Local Planning Authority.  
The condition requires that the approved materials be implemented within the development in accordance with the approved plans/details.  Upon the development having been completed in strict accordance with the approved plans/details this condition shall be considered fully discharged.
Full discharge of this condition at this time would be premature given the development is not complete and the submitted details relate solely to Phase 01 (Car Parking Area) of the development.  Further details relating to the requirements of this condition will be required to be submitted in respect of future phases of the development.


	Condition 06: (Boundary Treatments)
Notwithstanding the submitted details, prior to the commencement of the development, section details at a scale of not less than 1:20 of the proposed boundary treatments/fencing and walling shall have been submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority.  The development shall be carried out in strict accordance with the approved details.
Condition 06 is partially discharged insofar that the submitted boundary treatment/walling details are agreed by the Local Planning Authority.  The condition requires that the development be carried out in strict accordance with the approved details.  Upon the development having been completed in strict accordance with the approved plans/details this condition shall be considered fully discharged.

Full discharge of this condition at this time would be premature given the development is not complete and the submitted details relate solely to Phase 01 (Car Parking Area) of the development.  Further details relating to the requirements of this condition will be required to be submitted in respect of future phases of the development.


	Condition 07: (Construction Method Statement)

No development shall take place until a Construction Method Statement has been submitted to and approved in writing by the local planning authority.  The approved statement shall be adhered to throughout the construction period.   

For the avoidance of doubt it shall provide for:

1. The parking of vehicles of site operatives and visitors

2. The loading and unloading of plant and materials

3. The storage of plant and materials used in constructing the development

4. The erection and maintenance of security hoarding

5. Wheel washing facilities for the cleaning of the wheels of vehicles leaving the site for the prevention of mud and stones being carried onto the highway.

6. A programme/schedule of  how the roads adjacent to the site shall be mechanically swept during the full construction period of the development

7. Measures to control the emission of dust and dirt during construction

8. The highway routeing of plant and material deliveries to and from the site.

9. A Traffic Management Plan for the construction vehicles, patrons and staff accessing the site during the construction works.
Condition 07 is partially discharged insofar that the submitted Construction Method Statement relating to Phase 01 of the development (Car Parking Area) is agreed by the Local Planning Authority.  The condition requires that the approved statement be adhered to throughout the construction period of Phase 01 of the development.
Full discharge of this condition at this time would be premature given the development is not complete and the submitted details relate solely to Phase 01 (Car Parking Area) of the development.  Further details relating to the requirements of this condition will be required to be submitted in respect of future phases of the development.


	Condition 09 (Car Parking)

Prior to the commencement of the development, a scheme of how the car parking and vehicular manoeuvring will be marked out shall be submitted to and agreed by the Local Planning Authority, the agreed details shall be implemented before the use of the premises hereby permitted becomes operative and permanently maintained thereafter unless agreed in writing by the Local Planning Authority.

Condition 09 is partially discharged insofar that the submitted car parking and vehicular manoeuvring proposals are agreed by the Local Planning Authority.  The condition requires that that the agreed details be implemented before Phase 02 (New Ski Club Building) becomes operative or is brought into use and permanently maintained thereafter unless agreed in writing by the Local Planning Authority.  

Upon the development having been completed in strict accordance with the approved plans/details this condition shall be considered fully discharged.

Full discharge of this condition at this time would be premature given the development is not complete.


	Condition 10 (Landscaping)

Notwithstanding the submitted details, prior to the commencement of the development, full details of the proposed landscaping shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.  The approved landscaping scheme shall be implemented in the first planting season following first occupation or use of the development and shall be maintained thereafter for a period of not less than 10 years to the satisfaction of the Local Planning Authority.  This maintenance shall include the replacement of any tree or shrub which is removed, or dies, or is seriously damaged, or becomes seriously diseased, by a species of similar size to those original planted.
Condition 10 is partially discharged insofar that the submitted landscaping relating to Phase 01 of the development is agreed by the Local Planning Authority.  The condition requires that the approved landscaping scheme shall be implemented in the first planting season following first occupation or use of the development and shall be maintained thereafter for a period of not less than 10 years to the satisfaction of the Local Planning Authority.  This maintenance shall include the replacement of any tree or shrub which is removed, or dies, or is seriously damaged, or becomes seriously diseased, by a species of similar size to those original planted.

Full discharge of this condition at this time would be premature given the development is not complete and the submitted details relate solely to Phase 01 of the development.  Further details relating to the requirements of this condition may be required to be submitted in respect of future phases of the development.
