	No development shall take place until a scheme to screen the site from Clitheroe Road in order to lessen the impact on the designated landscape has been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. For the avoidance of doubt, the landscaping details shall indicate the gapping up of the roadside hedge and the planting of hedgerow trees along the north side of Clitheroe Road between the A59 and the vehicular access to Pendleton Hall Farm.

The approved landscaping scheme shall be implemented in the first planting season following construction of the lagoon, whether in whole or part and shall be maintained thereafter for a period of not less than 5 years to the satisfaction of the Local Planning Authority.  This maintenance shall include the replacement of any tree or shrub which is removed, or dies, or is seriously damaged, or becomes seriously diseased, by a species of similar size to those originally planted.
