	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Site Description and Surrounding Area:

The application property is a two storey detached residential property located on the east side of Clitheroe. The application property does not remain as originally built due to two previous extensions to the rear of the property.

	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:

Consent is sought for the construction of a single store extension to the side of the property, the lean too extension will measure approximately 4m wide, 7m long , 4m to the ridge and 3m at the eaves. The development will be constructed using corresponding materials to the existing dwellinghouse. 

	Impact Upon Residential Amenity:

 The single storey side extension should have no significant impact on the residential amenity of the nearby residential dwellings, the neighbouring property 20 Mearley Syke should not be affected as the extension is on the opposite side of the main dwelling. The application is located on the corner of the cull-de-sac, the north west elevation faces the road Mearley Syke with the properties 23 and 25 facing the proposed development on the opposite side of the road. With the proposed extension only being a single storey the residential amenity of these properties should not be significantly affected due to being approximately 20m from the facing elevation and being over the highway, Mearley Syke. 

	Visual Amenity/External Appearance:

 The application property is located in a suburban area of Clitheroe where there are numerous examples of similar extensions. It is deemed that this proposal will not significantly harm the visual amenity or character of the area. The extension is single storey and set back from both front and rear elevations, therefore not being seen as a prominent addition to the dwelling resulting in no significant impact on the visual amenity of the area. 

	Observations/Consideration of Matters Raised/Conclusion:

With regard to the above this proposed extension should not have a significant impact on visual or residential amenity. As such it is recommended accordingly.
