	The proposed development has a harmful impact upon the special architectural and historic interest of the listed building, the setting of other listed buildings in the streetscene/townscape (including St Mary Magdalene Church and 21 Church Street) and the character and appearance of Clitheroe Conservation Area because of the prominent and incongruous form and detail of the proposed extension which does not safeguard the significance of historic plot development (back-of-pavement line; long and narrow plots) and Georgian neo-classical design.
