	Site Description and Surrounding Area:

The site is within the Clitheroe Conservation area and in close proximity to Listed Buildings and the Historic Park and Garden of the Castle grounds. A mixture of commercial and residential properties occupy Woone Lane.

	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:
