	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED WORKS IN RESPECT TO SECTION 7 OF THE PLANNING (LISTED BUILDINGS AND CONSERVATION AREAS) ACT 1990:
Submitted information:

With the exception of the Certificate/HPA flow chart and the repair works assessment proforma, the submitted information relates to the concurrent discussions on the proposed Stonyhurst HPA. 

Discussion with the agent has clarified the extent of works applied for under the Certificate of Lawfulness application:
“progress the Certificate of Lawfulness to decision (recommendation to issue the certificate) on the understanding that the application now consists of the repair of windows on a like-for-like basis including the necessary replacement of historic fabric up to 70% of timber. Please advise if I have misinterpreted this” (RVBC).

“this appears to confirm our understandings” (Agent; 30 January 2018).
Considerations:

The Historic England website (29 January 2018) states “A Certificate of Lawfulness of Proposed Works provides formal confirmation that proposed works of alteration or extension to a listed building do not require LBC because they do not affect the special interest of the listed building”.
The Planning Portal guidance identifies:

“Applications for Certificates of Lawfulness of Proposed Works should include the following information … detailed description of the proposed works (including existing and proposed materials and finishes) together with details of those part(s) of the building likely to be affected “.

“What the applicant needs to prove … It is up to the person applying for a Certificate of Lawfulness of Proposed Works to provide the proper evidence to show that the proposed works do not require listed building consent”.

“The responsibility is on the applicant to provide evidence to support the application”.



	Conclusion:

In my opinion, the proposed repair works undertaken with the intention of minimising the loss of finite historic fabric to windows within Shireburn Quad does not affect the character of the Grade II listed building as a building of special architectural and historic interest.
