The proposal has a harmful impact upon the special architectural and historic interest of the listed building because of the loss and alteration of important historic fabric, planform and rear elevation and yard design resulting from alterations to First Floor two-room layout/removal of partition walling/isolation of the No.13 fireplace in a landing, the infill of the rear yard to No. 13 with an extension which encapsulates all Ground Floor historic openings and removes the rear boundary wall, the use of unsympathetic and conspicuous windows/rooflights in the extensions to No 11 and No.13 and the installation of rooflights to the prominent main roof slope.
