	The application seeks to discharge condition 7 (archaeological record) from planning permission 3/2017/0577.

	Condition7 (Archaeological record)
No development shall take place until the applicant, or their agent or successors in title, has secured the implementation of a programme of archaeological recording works. This must be carried out in accordance with a written scheme of investigation, which shall first have been submitted to and agreed in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The programme of works should include the creation of a record of the building to Level 3 as set out in 'Understanding Historic Buildings' (Historic England 2016). It should include a full description of the building inside and out, a drawn plan, elevations and at least one section (which may be derived from checked and corrected architect's drawings), and a full photographic coverage, inside and out. The record should also include a rapid desk-based assessment, putting the building and its features into context. This work shall be carried out by an appropriately qualified and experienced professional historic building survey contractor to the standards and guidance of the Chartered Institute for Archaeologists.

To ensure and safeguard the recording and inspection of matters of

archaeological/historical importance associated with the site and to comply with Policy DMG1 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy.
Condition 07 is fully discharged in so far that the submitted details are deemed acceptable.
