	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Site Description and Surrounding Area:

The application site relates to Chipping Show Ground, the site is located directly adjacent to the settlement of Chipping. The land lies within the Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty and is designated as open countryside. The showground is accessed via Longridge Road.

	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:

Consent is sought for the erection of an agricultural livestock building to replace the marque used on show days. The livestock building will measure approximately 27m by 13m, with a ridge height of approximately 6m and an eaves height of approximately 4m. The proposed building will be open on three sides with galvanized gates and gale breakers providing some shelter. The rear will be constructed using concreate panels and timber space boarding with box profile roof sheets in blue slate. The proposed building will be used for the hosing of cattle and sheep throughout the year and on show days for the housing of cattle.

	Principle of Development:

Policy DMG2 of the Core Strategy allows development outside the defined settlement area where it is required for the purposes of forestry or agriculture. In this case the proposed building will be used to house cattle on show days and as a livestock unit for the tenant of the land.
Policy DMG2 also requires development to be in keeping within the character of the landscape, this area of the countryside is agricultural in nature as such it is not considered that the proposed agricultural building to be out of character for the area.

	Impact Upon Residential Amenity:

 The nearest residential dwelling to the proposed development is Brickhouse Cottage which is located approximately 200m north from the proposed livestock unit. It is therefore considered that there is sufficient distance between the proposed building and the aforementioned property that there will be no significant impact on the residential amenity of any neighbouring properties.

	Visual Amenity/External Appearance:

The proposed livestock building will be constructed to the north of an existing storage building; it is not considered that an agricultural building within an agricultural landscape will result in a significant negative impact on the visual amenity or character of the surrounding AONB. The proposed materials are considered to be acceptable and in keeping with the proposed use of the livestock building reflecting livestock buildings within the area. 

	Observations/Consideration of Matters Raised/Conclusion:

The proposed livestock building is not considered to have any significant negative impacts on the visual and residential amenity of the area. As such it is recommended accordingly. 

	RECOMMENDATION:
