	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Site Description and Surrounding Area:

The application site relates to Plot no 4 (8 Thrift Lane) of the previously approved housing site known as Bowland Meadow. Plot no 4 is to the North of the housing site and falls adjacent to the highway Chipping Lane.

	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:

Temporary consent for five years is sought for the siting of a temporary sales cabin attached to an approved garage( Plot 4)currently under construction. It is proposed to use the garage and an additional structure as a sales and information centre. 
The submitted details proposed that the sales and information centre will measure 14 metres in width and approximately 6.6 metres in depth. Both the garage and additional structure will have a pitched roof that measure at approximately 5 metres in height with a connecting flat roof link measuring at 3.4 metres in height. The proposed development also includes an area of associated parking for 6 spaces to be sited south west of the proposed sales centre.

	Principle of Development:

Given the proposal seeks temporary consent for a sales cabin associated with a committed housing site and as the sales cabin will be sited within the boundary of the approved site it is considered that the proposal is in accordance with the Ribble Valley Core Strategy.

	Impact Upon Residential Amenity:

Taking into account of the sites location being away from nearby dwellings and the hours of operation proposed I do not consider that the cabin and its functions will be of detriment to the amenities of neighbouring properties.


	Visual Amenity/External Appearance:

Though partially screened by proposed boundary treatment the site would be visible on approach from Chipping Lane however given that the cabin is sited within the housing site currently under construction; it is considered that there would be not be any significant detrimental impact upon the visual amenities of the area resulting from granting a temporary consent.

	Observations/Consideration of Matters Raised/Conclusion:

The proposal has no significant detrimental impact on nearby residential amenity nor would it have an adverse visual impact. I therefore recommend accordingly.



	RECOMMENDATION:
