	The application seeks to discharge conditions 3 (materials) and 4 (specifications of stone cleaning) of application 3/2017/0421 as follows:


	Condition 03: (Materials)
Precise specifications and samples of materials to be used in stone indent and masons mortar repairs shall have been submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority before their use in the proposed works.

Reason :  In order to safeguard the special architectural and historic interest of the listed building.
On 25 May 2018 the agent was advised:
“The application information refers to a number of materials and stone cleaning samples which have not been submitted and I would be grateful for your further direction in this respect. I would also be grateful for your confirmation that the ‘Longridge Sandstone’ proposed is compatible with existing stone”.

No response had been received by date of application expiry.

The proposed use of a lime mortar is acceptable. However, specifications refer to the use of NHL 3.5 as standard and it is suggested that the advice of the Society for the Protection of Ancient Buildings (SPAB) be sought in respect to appropriate mortar mixes for this building. At 3/2018/0013 (29-33 Windy Street Chipping), SPAB encouraged use of lime putty in favour of NHLs given the ongoing concerns and emerging research in respect of the appropriateness of their use in some historic building contexts.


	Condition 04: (Specifications of stone cleaning)
Precise specifications of proposed stone cleaning in the form of sample panels shall have been submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority before its use in the proposed works.

Reason :  In order to safeguard the special architectural and historic interest of the listed building.
