Suggested that the advice of the Society for the Protection of Ancient Buildings (SPAB) be sought in respect to appropriate mortar mixes for this building. At 3/2018/0013 (29-33 Windy Street Chipping), SPAB encouraged use of lime putty in favour of NHLs given the ongoing concerns and emerging research in respect of the appropriateness of their use in some historic building contexts.

Please submit a swatch/sample re: graphite -grey colour of zinc roof (match to rooflights?). 

Information on re-roofing of garden store and garage doors not submitted. Plan 5270-BR02 Rev B identifies 'proprietary slate vent to be positioned to rear elevation complete with weatherproof flashings' - details not submitted.
