	Condition 3:

Notwithstanding the submitted details and the requirements of condition 1 of this approval, precise specifications or samples of all external doors, windows, fascia/barge boards and rainwater goods, including their colour, shall have been submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority before their use in the proposed development.

Material details agreed as follows:
· External doors – composite in a light oak finish
· Windows – PVC dark grey (RAL 7016)

· Fascia/barge boards – black uPVC

· Rainwater goods – black half round plastic design
