	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Site Description and Surrounding Area:

The application relates to a two storey detached property with an integral garage, benefits from having a back garden with parking to the front. 

	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:

Consent is sought for the demolition of the existing conservatory and erection of a sun room that projects approximately 3.1 metres off the rear wall of the property with a width of approximately 4.9 metres. The extension will have a ridge height of approximately 3.6 metres and the eaves will measure at approximately 2.6 metres. There will a flue pipe on the north west elevation that will project above the ridge height by 600mm.

	Impact Upon Residential Amenity:

The proposal will have limited negative impact on the residential amenity of the neighbouring properties as the extension is being sited within the same footprint of the existing conservatory being 3.2m2 smaller than the existing conservatory which is over 1metres from the boundary fence of number 6 Tucker Hill, there a no windows proposed in the elevation facing this property. Although the ridge height has increased by 0.4 metres it is considered that this increase does not harm the residential amenity of the neighbouring properties in terms of loss of light or privacy.

	Visual Amenity/External Appearance:

As the proposal is being sited to the rear, it would not be visually prominent on approach from the main highway. It is proposed to have the extension faced brickwork to match the existing property with a grey tiled roof it is considered that these materials will not harm the visual amenity of the area.

	Observations/Consideration of Matters Raised/Conclusion:

The proposal has no significant detrimental impact on nearby residential amenity nor would it have an adverse visual impact. I therefore recommend accordingly.
