	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	The proposal seeks the discharge of condition 5 (protective fencing) from planning permission 3/2017/1127.

	Condition 03 (materials)
Unless otherwise agreed in writing with the Local Planning Authority, as suggested within the Arbicultural impact assessment prepared by Bowland Tree Consultancy Ltd (November 2017) no development, including any site preparation or demolition shall commence or be undertaken on site unless and until a scheme for protective fencing for the hedge rows within and adjacent to the site, has been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.  

Such fencing shall be in accordance with BS5837 (2012): 'Trees in Relation to Construction'.  Such fencing shall be erected in its entirety prior to any other operations taking place on the site.  This fencing should not be breached or removed during development.  Furthermore within the areas so fenced the existing ground level shall be neither raised nor lowered and there shall be no development or development-related activity of any description including the deposit of spoil or the storage of materials unless expressly agreed by the Local Planning Authority.

The agreed tree/Hedge protection measures shall remain in place throughout the construction phase of the development and any methodology approved shall be adhered to during all site preparation and construction works.

Reason: To protect trees/hedging of landscape and visual amenity value on and adjacent to the site or those likely to be affected by the proposed development in accordance with Policies DMG1 and DME2 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy.
 Condition 05 is partially discharged insofar that the submitted details are agreed by the local planning authority. The condition requires the agreed hedge/ tree protection measures to remain in place throughout the construction phase of the development. Upon the development having been completed in strict accordance with the approved details this condition shall be considered fully discharged.

 Full discharge of this condition at this time would be premature given the construction phase of the development is not complete.
