	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Site Description and Surrounding Area:

The application property is a link-detached bungalow located on the edge of the settlement of Waddington, adjacent to the conservation area. The area is of typical suburban character and the wider locality is predominantly residential. The immediate area is typified by detached and semi-detached properties in a range of styles.

	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:

The application seeks retrospective consent for the installation of UPVC cladding on the front of the garden room extension. 

	Visual Amenity/External Appearance:

There are multiple examples within the surrounding area of dwellings with UPVC cladding similar to that used on the application property; it is not considered that the cladding will significantly impact the visual amenity of the area any more than the previously approved scheme. 

	Observations/Consideration of Matters Raised/Conclusion:

In conclusion I consider the UPVC cladding complies with Policies DMG1 and DMH5 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy. With all the above considered I recommend accordingly.
