	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Site Description and Surrounding Area:

The application property is a two storey terraced property located in a predominantly residential area of south east Clitheroe.

	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:

The proposed development is for the demolition of the existing single storey rear extension and the erection of a replacement single storey extension measuring approximately 3m wide, and projecting approximately 3.5m from the rear of the dwelling. The proposal will measure approximately 3m to the ridge and slope down to approximately 2.5m at the eave at the rear.

	Impact Upon Residential Amenity:

No objections have been received from adjoining neighbours.The extension will not in my opinion have a significant negative impact on either neighbouring property; the proposed development is considered to be infilling development between the two neighbouring properties to the north and south’s existing rear extensions.

	Visual Amenity/External Appearance:

The extension will be constructed to the rear of the property and will therefore not be visible from the highway, Hayhurst Street. The extension will be constructed using matching materials to the original dwelling house. The proposed extension is not considered to result in any significant negative harm on the visual amenity or character of the area.
