	The application seeks to discharge conditions 3 (Materials) and 10 (Landscape scheme) of planning application 3/2016/0044


	Condition 03:

Notwithstanding any description of materials in the application and the requirements of condition 2 of this permission, no above ground works shall take place until samples or full details of all materials to be used on the external surfaces of the dwelling and the agricultural building hereby approved building have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. Such details shall include the type, colour and texture of the materials. The development shall thereafter be implemented in accordance with the duly approved materials.
Worker’s dwelling material details agreed as follows:
· Natural stone walls;

· Natural stone slate roof;

Agricultural building material details agreed as follows:

· Concrete panels and timber boarding

· Roof sheets

Condition 3 is partially discharged insofar that the submitted details are agreed by the Local Planning Authority.  The condition requires that the approved details be implemented within the development in accordance with the approved plans/details and maintained as such thereafter.  

Upon the development having been completed in strict accordance with the approved plans/details this condition shall be considered fully discharged.

	Condition 10:

Notwithstanding the details shown on the approved plans and the requirements of conditions 2 and 7 of this permission, within three months of development first taking place a landscaping scheme for the site (including elements of both ‘hard’ and ‘soft’ landscaping) shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. Such a scheme shall include details of the proposed surface treatment of all hard surfaced areas and the type, species, siting, planting distances and programme of planting of any trees and shrubs. The duly approved landscaping scheme shall be carried out within 12 months of the dwellinghouse first being occupied and the areas which are landscaped shall be retained as landscaped areas thereafter. Any trees or shrubs removed, dying, being severely damaged or becoming seriously diseased within three years of planting shall be replaced by trees or shrubs of similar size and species to those originally required to be planted.

Condition 10 is partially discharged insofar that the submitted details are agreed by the Local Planning Authority.  The condition requires that the approved details be implemented within the development in accordance with the approved plans/details and maintained as such thereafter.
