	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Site Description and Surrounding Area:

The application site relates to a semi-detached two storey property that benefits from a garden and driveway to the front and a private garden to the rear. The property falls within the defined settlement of Clitheroe.


	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:

Consent is sought for the demolition of the existing single storey flat roof rear extension and the erection of an L shaped single storey extension that projects approximately 5.2 metres off the rear wall and projects approximately 1 metre off the side wall of the south west corner elevation. The pitched roof element of the extension has a width of 3.6 metres with a ridge height of approximately 3.5 metres that connects to a smaller rear extension that projects 3 metres off the rear wall of the property that has a lean to roof that has a ridge height of approximately 3.5 metres.

	Impact Upon Residential Amenity:

It is considered that the extension that projects 5.2 metres of the rear wall of the property will not cause any additional harm to the neighbouring property no 12 Whitwell due to the neighbouring property having a single storey extension. The proposed extension is  similar in projection to the existing and the increase in ridge height of 1m metre will not cause additional harm in terms of loss of light or privacy.
The single storey extension that falls closely within the boundary of no 8 Whitewell Drive has been reduced to project 3metres off the rear wall of the property in order to protect the neighbouring properties residential amenity.



	Visual Amenity/External Appearance:

As the extension is to the rear of the property the development is not visible on the approach from Whitewell Drive therefore it is considered that the development will not harm the visual amenity of the area. As the materials closely match the existing property it is considered that the development is in accordance with policy DMG1  

	Observations/Consideration of Matters Raised/Conclusion:

The proposal has no significant detrimental impact on nearby residential amenity nor would it have an adverse visual impact. I therefore recommend accordingly.
