	Condition 16:

Prior to the commencement of any development, a surface water drainage scheme, based on the hierarchy of drainage options in the National Planning Practice Guidance with evidence of an assessment of the site conditions shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. 

The surface water drainage scheme must be in accordance with the Non-Statutory Technical Standards for Sustainable Drainage Systems (March 2015) or any subsequent replacement national standards and unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Local Planning Authority, no surface water shall discharge to the public sewerage system either directly or indirectly. 

The development shall be completed in accordance with the approved details.

Drainage details agreed as per report ref: 3081/PC/001 Rev 4.

Condition 16 is partially discharged insofar that the submitted details are agreed by the Local Planning Authority.  The condition requires that the approved details be implemented within the development in accordance with the approved plans/details.  

Upon the development having been completed in strict accordance with the approved plans/details this condition shall be considered fully discharged.
