	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Site Description and Surrounding Area:

The application site relates to a semi-detached dwelling that is located within the settlement of Clitheroe and benefits from having an attached garage with garden and parking area to the front with a private garden area to the rear.

	Proposed Development for which consent is sought:

Consent is sought for a single storey extension to side that is part infill. The extension measures 3.4 metres by 5.6 metres to the garage with an eaves height of 2.4 metres and ridge height of 3.7 metres. The proposed extension is connected to infill extension between the side of the dwelling and garage measuring 1.1 metre by 6.49 metres with the ridge height raised from 3.3 metres to 3.6 metres. The extension will be faced with brickwork and white upvc windows/doors and will be self-coloured render that will replace existing rough cast render. 

	Impact Upon Residential Amenity:
As the extension is to the north east elevation of the property the proposed development will have minimal impact on the residential amenity of the adjacent neighbouring property no 1 Moorland Road. The existing garage provides a screen between no 1 and 3 Moorland Avenue therefore there is minimal impact on this property in terms of loss of privacy.

	Visual Amenity/External Appearance:

Although the development is visible from the highway it is considered that the development will not harm the visual amenity of the area due to the extension being single storey and part infill therefore being subservient to the existing house. The development is considered in keeping with the existing house in terms of its design and proposed materials. No 5 and 7 Moorland Avenue both have similar infill extensions to the front therefore the development is considered in keeping with the area.

	Observations/Consideration of Matters Raised/Conclusion:

The proposal has no significant detrimental impact on nearby residential amenity nor would it have an adverse visual impact. I therefore recommend accordingly.
