	The proposal seeks the Discharge of condition 3 (materials), 4 (Landscaping), 8 (boundary treatments) and 9 (Manure Store) from planning permission 3/2017/0751 (granted by appeal)

	Condition 03 (Materials)
No development shall take place until details of all external facing materials have been submitted to and approved by the local planning authority in writing. The relevant works shall be carried out in accordance with the approved details.
Condition 03 is partially discharged insofar that the submitted material specifications for the proposed stable building (as shown on dwg no. 3323/110) are agreed by the Local Planning Authority.  

The surfacing materials proposed for the new access track are considered to be unacceptable and cannot be discharged.

	Condition 04 (Landscaping)
No development shall commence until there shall have been submitted to and approved in writing by the local planning authority a scheme of landscaping. The scheme shall include indications of all existing trees and hedgerows on the land, identify those to be retained and set out measures for their protection throughout the course of development.
Condition 04 cannot be discharged as the applicant has failed to provide the required landscaping scheme detailing all existing trees and hedgerows and measures for their protection.The requirements of the condition have not been met.

	Condition 08 (Boundary treatments)
 No development shall take place until details of all boundary treatments/fencing have been submitted to and approved by the local planning authority in writing. The relevant works shall be carried out in accordance with the approved details.
Condition 08 is partially discharged insofar that the submitted details for the boundary treatments (as shown on dwg no. 3323/110) are agreed by the Local Planning Authority. Upon the development having been completed in strict accordance with the approved details this condition shall be considered fully discharged.

Full discharge of this condition at this time would be premature given the construction phase of the development is not complete

	Condition 09 (Manure Store)

No development shall take place until a scheme for the containment and storage of manure has been approved by the local planning authority. Such a scheme shall be constructed and completed in accordance with approved plans and maintained at all times thereafter.
Condition 09 is partially discharged insofar that the submitted details of a concrete base with three elevations of close boarded timber at a minimum height of 1m are agreed by the Local Planning Authority. Upon the development having been completed in strict accordance with the approved details this condition shall be considered fully discharged.

Full discharge of this condition at this time would be premature given the construction phase of the development is not complete.
