With reference to the above application and following a recent discussion with your husband, I wish to confirm that the proposal is unlikely to require planning permission as unless there was a specific condition restricting the use of the building to a holiday cottage, both a holiday cottage and a dwelling-house are within the same use class order. The relevant legislation is the Town and Country Planning Act 1990, as amended the Use Classes (Amendment) Order 2005, and General Permitted Development  (Amendment) Order 2005.
There have been some amendments to the Order but I consider the existing as a holiday let with no specific restrictions and proposed use as a dwelling house falls within Class C3 of the Use Classes Order. It is my advice that you withdraw the application and accept this letter as an indication that planning permission is unlikely to be required.
