	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

The issues relate to whether the amendments significantly alter the original consent to warrant a change in recommendation. The main changes relate to a minor revision to the site entrance with the introduction of stone pillars, conservatories being included on some of plots and landscape changes at the rear of plots  that face the open countryside to the north. This also results in an increase in the residential curtilage as a consequence of the landscape alterations. Since the original consent the land at the rear has been changed with the introduction a formal football pitch in association with the  adjacent school. On that basis I consider the changes do not detract from the visual amenity subject to safeguards regarding the removal of permitted development.
