	Condition 04: (Materials)
Precise specifications and samples of walling and roofing (including rain water goods) materials and details of any surface materials to be used including their colour and texture shall have been submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority before their use in the proposed works.

Timberwork shall be painted within one month of its installation and retained as such in perpetuity.

Reason :  In order to safeguard the special architectural and historic interest of the listed building.

Submitted information (no samples) adds little to understanding. Proposed rainwater details acceptable. Principle of natural slate, render and painted joinery acceptable. 



	Condition 05: (Window details)
Notwithstanding the limited information submitted on proposed timber framed window to match existing, precise specifications of this window including opening mechanism and opaque glazing shall have been submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority before its use in the proposed works.

Reason :  In order to safeguard the special architectural and historic interest of the listed building.
Proposed window shown to be a top-hung casement which is ostensibly modern and incongruous. Principle of painted timber with opaque and double glazing is acceptable.
