	ASSESSMENT OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:

	Site Description and Surrounding Area:
The application site relates to a previously converted barn that fronts onto Clitheroe Road, Mitton. The dwelling benefits from having a detached garage with off street parking and garden area to the rear. 

	Proposed Development for Which Consent is Sought:
Consent is sought for the erection of a single storey rear extension to the south west corner on the property to provide additional ground floor living space. The extension will project rearwards by 2.45 metres with a width of 4.39 metres and will have a lean to roof that measures approximately 2.2 metres at the eaves and approximately  3.3 metres at the ridge.

	Impact Upon Residential Amenity:

The nearest residential dwelling is to the north of the application site and is over 40 metres from where the proposed extension is to be sited for this reason due to this separation distance is it not considered that the proposed development will have any detrimental impact on the residential amenity of the neighbouring dwellings.

	Impact Upon Visual Amenity/ External Appearance:

The extension will be visible from the highway Clitheroe Road therefore it was requested that the scheme be revised so that the extension remained in keeping with the host dwelling and area. The agent subsequently submitted a revised plan which includes the use of materials found on the existing property and also introduced natural stone surrounds to the window and doorway to match the existing property for this reason it is considered that the proposed development will have limited harm on the visual amenity of the area. 

The extension will be constructed using random natural stone with blue slate roof to match existing dwelling  with light oak coloured upvc window frames and door. It is considered that these materials and acceptable.



	Observations/ Consideration of Matters Raised/ Conclusion:

The proposal has no significant detrimental impact on nearby residential amenity nor would it have an adverse visual impact. I therefore recommend accordingly.
