	The proposal seeks the discharge of condition 4 (tree protection measures) from planning permission 3/2018/0249.

	Condition 4 (Tree Protection Measures)

Notwithstanding the submitted details, no development, including any site preparation, demolition, scrub/hedgerow clearance or tree works/removal shall commence or be undertaken on site until the root protection area of not less than 8m [as measured from the centre of the trunk] for the Lime tree adjacent the site has been enclosed by protective fencing, in accordance with BS5837 (2012): Trees in Relation to Construction. Before the protective fencing is erected its type and position shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.

The agreed tree protection shall remain in place and be maintained for the duration of the works and no vehicle, plant, temporary building  or materials, including raising and or, lowering of ground levels, shall be allowed within the protection areas(s) specified.

Reason: To protect a tree of landscape and visual amenity value  adjacent to the site likely to be affected by the proposed development in accordance with Key Statement EN2 and Policies DMG1 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy.
 Condition 04 is partially discharged insofar that the proposed tree protection details as detailed on drawing 17087-32 are considered acceptable and appropriate for use within the approved development by the Local Planning Authority. Upon the development having been completed in strict accordance with the approved detailsas required by the condition this condition shall be considered fully discharged.
Full discharge of this condition at this time would be premature given the construction phase of the development is not complete.
